LIFE APP

“Tonight we experience God as he showed Abram a picture of God’s promise and his future. What is God was just as clear with us today? Let’s talk.”








DISCUSSION QUESTIONS





What was significant about the story in Genesis 15?


How did Abram respond to God showing the stars?


God reveals, we believe. Why does it not seem that simple with God sometimes? 


One of the ways God has revealed His future for us is through Jesus. How has God shown us His future for us in Jesus?


Do you have a picture of God’s future in mind? What might be a metaphor for how God has shown up to you?


We can help show the “stars” to our friends. How can we do this?


Abram’s attitude changed from verse 1 to verse 6. How does ours need to change?








It’s easy for us to get stuck in a small world. It was even hard for Abram (later renamed Abraham) to see beyond his current struggle and situation to what God could do. God had to show him. God used the stars as a metaphor for what his future holds – full of promise and a family that he could not imagine. In Abram’s day, this was the sign of God’s favor. For us, the point is the same – we are pulled into God’s favor in Christ and shown a life full of big hope in a future with God forever. 





JUST FOR FUN





Have you ever heard of the phrase, “big picture”? How have you heard that phrase? How did it make you feel?


What do you think life would be like without a “big picture”?

Give your high schoolers each an index card. While you talk about how you can show ‘stars’ to friends/family, write or draw the pictures of God’s future/promise that connect with your students.
