Day 1 – Luke 3:7-9 and Luke 7:18-20

• According to Luke 3:7-9, what expecta� ons did John have of the messiah? Now do a quick overview of what 

Jesus has been doing in Luke 5:12–7:17. Does that help explain why John is wondering if Jesus is “the one”?

Day 2 – Luke 4:1-21 and Luke 7:21-23

• What kind of messiah did Isaiah expect? How do Jesus’ words and ac� ons align with those expecta� ons? 

Day 3 – Luke 7:24-28

• When Jesus men� ons the “least in the kingdom of God” he’s talking about us. He’s saying that we, the body of 

Christ, fi lled with the power of the Holy Spirit, will do greater things than John. Can you think of some things the 

Church has done (even Prince of Peace) that fi t that descrip� on? 

Day 4 – Luke 7:29-30

• Why do you think that the sinners responded the Jesus with faith, but the religious people did not? Are you more 

like the tax collectors or the Pharisees? How? 

Day 5 – Luke 7:31-35

• Jesus seems to be saying that the Pharisees simply aren’t open to God. They are like children who can’t be 

sa� sfi ed no ma" er what is off ered to them. How open are you to God? How could you be more open? What 

would that look like?
