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Trust the Story | Wandering | Family Trouble

What'’s at the heart of this story?

It’s easy to get swept up in the drama, but here are some things that might call out different layers of the story:

Korah is Moses, Aaron and Miriam’s cousin. Korah is a Levite but not a priest. His job is to transport the “holy”
items in the Tabernacle, but he is not allowed to touch them without assistance from a priest. The priest who has
the authority to assist Korah is Aaron. In other words, Korah is outranked by his cousin.

(Remember also the back story, with Moses floating down the river as a baby, intercepted by the princess and
raised as royalty, then chosen by God to lead the people out of Egypt and through the wilderness.)

Hebrew words can be multi-faceted, often filled with meaning that informs or changes a story. The name “Korah”
means bald, bare or shame.

What is Korah’s story laying bare, or revealing? Is there something shame-inducing about this story?

Do you think family dynamics play a role in this story? What are those dynamics?
Are jealousy and hierarchy baked in to this family structure?
How would you feel about Moses and Aaron if you were Korah? Would you feel like you deserved more?

Does this story set us up to look at power — who is granted power, who wields it, who steals it, how it is used,
why it is desired, etc.? Has power always been a point of conflict for humans? Why? Does extra responsibility
comes with religious power? What happens when people mix religious authority with personal gain?

Korah approaches with 250 men, suggesting that he has spent energy discussing this situation and riling up a
substantial group of people. Moses’ initial response is to fall facedown on the ground. Does that imply humility
in the face of Korah’s aggression? Or something else?

In the text from John, Jesus is driving the “moneychangers” out of the temple. The moneychangers are profiting
by selling animals for people to sacrifice in order to be right with God. Many of the people who purchased these
animals were poor. (Remember a similar situation centuries later involving the sale of indulgences — essentially
monetizing God’s grace — that spurred our namesake Martin Luther to break from the rest of the church.)

Why is Jesus angry with the moneychangers?
Was this kind of sacrifice required to make God love them? Is it required to make God love us now?
What do both of these stories have to say about religious power and greed at the expense of the disenfranchised?

Is Jesus doing a new thing, ushering in a different story after the wrath of the Old Testament? Or is the story
actually the same one: a diving will for inclusion, equality, generosity and compassion?

What changes when we trust the story?
