A reading from Ruth 4:13-17 (NRSV)

So Boaz took Ruth and she became his wife. When they came together, the
LORD made her conceive, and she bore a son. Then the women said to
Naomi, “Blessed be the LORD, who has not left you this day without next-of-
kin; and may his name be renowned in Israel! He shall be to you a restorer of
life and a nourisher of your old age; for your daughter-in-law who loves you,
who is more to you than seven sons, has borne him.” Then Naomi took the
child and laid him in her bosom, and became his nurse. The women of the
neighborhood gave him a name, saying, “A son has been born to Naomi.”
They named him Obed; he became the father of Jesse, the father of David.

A reading from John 14:1-7 (NRSV)

“Do not let your hearts be troubled. Believe in God, believe also in me. In my
Father’s house there are many dwelling places. If it were not so, would | have
told you that | go to prepare a place foryou? And if | go and prepare a place
for you, | will come again and will take you to myself, so that where | am,
there you may be also. And you know the way to the place where | am going.”
Thomas said to him, “Lord, we do not know where you are going. How can
we know the way?” Jesus said to him, “l am the way, and the truth, and the
life. No one comes to the Father except through me. If you know me, you will
know my Father also. From now on you do know him and have seen him.”
